• All DCT fares will be FREE for General Public within Delaware County. 

• Riders must still call in advance before noon the previous weekday   

       to request a Demand Response ride. 
      Rides are as driver and vehicle availability permits. 

• All Delaware City Routes will be reduced to the 7:30am, 8:30am, 9:30am, 

10:30am and 11:30am runs. This will allow for early shopping times for 
elderly set up by some stores. 

• ALL RUNS of the DCT Green Route are suspended as of 

Thursday, March 26th, 2020.   Currently, next day FREE   

Demand Response can be requested for essential trips. 

DURING THIS CRISIS WE ASK THAT YOU LIMIT YOUR DCT TRIPS TO ESSENTIAL TRAVEL.  
EXAMPLES OF ESSENTIAL TRAVEL ARE: 
 

• To obtain necessary services or supplies for themselves and their family or household  
      members. 

• To and from work when no other alternatives are available. 

• To engage in activities or perform tasks essential to their health and safety, or to the  
      health and safety of their family or household members. 

• To care for elderly, minors, dependents, persons with disabilities, or other vulnerable  
      persons. 

• To or from educational institutions for purposes of receiving materials for distance 
      learning, for receiving meals, and any other related services. 

• To return to a place of residence from outside the jurisdiction. 

• Required by law enforcement or court order.
